FACTS ABOUT ROCK COUNTY

Rock County, Wisconsin was created in 1876 as a territorial county and was named for
the prominent body of water which flows through it, the Rock River. The county seat is
Janesville with a population encompassing 40 % of Rock County’s total population.

In 2000 Janesville’s population was 60,200 and Rock County’s was 152,307, The
population density was 211 people per square mile. The median age was 36.

In 2000, there were 62,187 housing units at an average density of 86 per square mile.
There were 58,617 households out of which 33.60% had children under the age of 18
living with them, 53.5% were married couples living together, 10.9% had a female
householder with no husband present, and 31.1% were non-families. The average
household size was 2.54 and the average family size was 3.03.

The racial breakdown percentage in the county as of 2000 was as follows: 91.01%
White, 4.63% Black or African American, 0.28% Native American, 0.78% Asian, 0.04%
Pacifica Islander, 1.77% from other races, and 1.50% from two or more races. 3.91% of
the population were Hispanic or Latino of any race. 32.8% were German, 13% were
Norwegian, 10.1% Irish, 7.5% English and 5.5% American ancestry according to Census
2000.

The median household income as of 2004 was $45,692 in Rock County and the average
in the State of Wisconsin as of that year was $46,142.

Rock County has a total area of 726 square miles. 720.47 square miles is land and 5.73
square miles is water. The county’s highest elevation point is 8§58’ at Janesville.

The rivers that are included in the county are Rock (the major watershed), Sugar and
Yahara.
